Points to 6th place using the following method: 1st 7pts, 2nd 5pts, 3rd 4pts, 4th 3pts,
5th 2pts and 6th 1pt. Champion and Reserve Champion ribbons will be awarded in each
division.

Schooling will be permitted before the show starts as per program.

Management reserves the right to enforce the 1 minute gate rule.

Please no dogs.

$30.00 scratch fee will apply. No refunds will be given once division has started due to
inclement weather.

The show committee reserves the right to alter conditions and refuse entries.
Juniors may only be schooled by adults.

A coin toss will be used to break ties.

In order to be eligible for short stirrup, modified children’s and modified adult, riders
must not have won more than five 1st place ribbons or have won champion or reserve
champion at the year end awards.
